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Items of Note

Information provided to SC-SIC Member Network

• Info uploaded to Member Network is vital link between 

SC-SIC and local SICs and members

• When schools/DCs report membership (by November 15), 

it’s vital to include all member contact info – specifically 

individual email addresses

• Particularly important to have SIC Chair emails

• Member Network data forms the basis of SC-SIC’s 

conduit of sharing info and materials to SIC members
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Items of Note

SIC pages on school websites

• SC-SIC recommends that all SICs work with technology 

staff to create an SIC page on the school’s website

• Seeing more and more of these; great way to share 

information and resources

• However, pages aren’t useful if they’re not populated or 

the info is not up to date

• “Suggested Content for SIC Webpages”
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Items of Note
Reporting of SIC training numbers

• SC-SIC posts training information to its website for 

informational and accountability purposes – click on 

“SIC Training”

• District Contacts conducting their own sessions 

through “train the trainer” model should share 

information on what they’re doing in their districts

• Date, time, and location (in advance if possible)

• Trainer’s name and number of attendees (afterwards)

• Encourage SICs in your districts to apply for the 

annual Riley Award for SIC Excellence

• Application and helpful information available on the 

SC-SIC website, http://sic.sc.gov

• Various levels through which SICs can gain
